First...

For online orders:

For paper orders:

Fill in the form below, (one per child) and
send it into the school office with a check
for $20 made out to CSS PTO, memo:

Then...

In the days leading up to
your child’s birthday (or
half birthday), the
librarian will invite your
child to select a book from
a collection of books or
give them the one that
was ordered online. A
dedication bookplate will
be inside the front of the
book with your child’s
name and dedication on
it.

Finally...

During morning
announcements on the
day of your child’s
birthday (or the following
Monday), your child will
be invited by Mr. Madden
to come to the office and
announce their birthday
book dedication. Your
child will say who they are
dedicating their book to
and why!
